Chicken Casserole

1 box Club crackers
1 cup (2 sticks) butter, melted, divided
2 2 cups cooked, boneless chicken, torn or cut up
2 cans cream of chicken soup or cream of mushroom soup
2 pint sour cream
2 cup corn flakes

Place 34 box of crackers in zip-lock bag and roll with rolling pin to
crush. Mix in a bowl with 1 /5 sticks butter. Line a round casserole
with butter-cracker mixture. Mix chicken soup and sour cream, pour
line casserole. Roll remaining crackers and cornflakes into crumbs,
add remaining melted butter. Sprinkle on top of chicken mixture.
Bake at 350° for 25 minutes for until bubbly hot.
